1.)  POSTERS MUST NOT BE LARGER THAN 11” x 17”*. 
 
2.)  Posters must be hand drawn and/or decorated. 
 
3.)  Be original and creative.  Computer graphics can be incorporated into                                                                        
your original theme, but should not take up more than 40% of the completed 
poster. 
 
4.)  No professional or commercial signs will be judged. 
 
5.)  Be sure to thank the buyer(s). 
 
6.)  Bring your poster to the sale arena and turn it in when you turn in your Drug Notification Forms. 
      (Tuesday, August 14th from Noon until 3:00 p.m.) 
 
7.)  Posters can be picked up at the Jr. Fair Office for posting on your animal’s pen on Wednesday morning.                  
 
8.)  Winners will be posted in the Jr. Fair Office on Wednesday morning. 
 
9.)  Age categories:   
  8 thru 11  12 thru 15  16 thru 19 
 
Five winning entries will be selected from each age group.  Each winner will receive $5.00, except one Grand 
Prize Winner will be selected from the 5 winners in each age group.  That particular entry will receive $10.00.   
 
Please put your NAME and AGE on the BACK of each poster you turn in.   
 
Remember...Each animal barn has been assigned a large number.  This is visible on the front of each 
building.  Please include this barn number (where your 2007 animal is housed) on the back of your 
poster, along with your name and age. Those youth who have more than one Buyer to Thank may enter 
more than one poster, but if one of the posters is selected for the top 5, the others will be eliminated from fur-
ther consideration.
